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In 2016, the Honeywell Foundation marked its
75th Anniversary. One would have to admit that 75
years is quite an achievement. That’s three quarters
of a century!  

When the Foundation was created in 1941, work
on the Honeywell Center had only begun. This
landmark opened in phases with the gym/theater
first opening in 1947, the skating rink in 1949 and,
eventually, the entire building was dedicated in
1952. Upon dedication, Mark Honeywell remarked
“may it ever be useful” – a mantra that has been
taken to heart for the ensuing decades. 

During its storied history, the Honeywell
Foundation has overseen exciting developments
such as the addition of the Ford Theater in the
1990s. This addition greatly enhanced our ability to
serve a broader audience. Other developments
included the creation of the Educational Outreach
Program which now provides more than 49,000

opportunities for students to learn about the arts. 
In more recent years, the Foundation has

increased its ability to serve through the addition of
venues and programs that provide enrichment to
thousands. These additions include Wabash Valley
Music Association, the Eagles Theatre, Honeywell
House, the 13-24 Drive In, Visual Performing Arts
Program, ArtsFest, the Dr. James Ford Historic Home
and Charley Creek Gardens. 

We have grown over the years because of the
guiding principle outlined in our mission:  “The
Honeywell Foundation is a public charity dedicated
to the enhancement of artistic, social, cultural, and
recreational opportunities for all.” The last 75 years
have provided countless opportunities. Moving
forward into the future, I am confident that our
mission will guide us to even newer and better ways
in which to serve the public. So, here’s to the next
75 years!

Wow! 2016 was truly a year of celebration for
the Honeywell Foundation. Never has there been so
much activity during what was the Foundation’s
75th Anniversary.  We kicked off the year with a
brand new look to our Honeywell logo, followed
shortly with a major remodeling of the Porter Lobby
and Eugenia’s Restaurant. Creating new looks all
around!

During our anniversary year, we marked record
attendances at the 13-24 Drive In; increased the
number of students served through our Educational
Outreach Program to over 49,000 and hit an all-new
“high” in the overall number of patrons served by
the Honeywell Foundation – a whopping 280,000
people!

The 75th Anniversary celebration began with the
launching of the “75 Days of Gratitude”. The
Foundation used this opportunity to show our
appreciation to donors and patrons by giving away

items such as tickets to Ford Theater shows, free
popcorn and movie passes at Eagles Theatre, dining
experiences at the Honeywell House and Eugenia’s
Restaurant, gift certificates, commemorative glasses,
pens, and pencils.  Some big, some small, but all
intended as ways to thank our donors and patrons.

During those 75 days we focused on our donors
and patrons because they are what truly keep the
Honeywell Foundation going strong…giving us
purpose.  As Chair of the Honeywell Foundation
Board of Directors, I appreciate knowing that I serve
an organization that serves residents from Northeast
Indiana and beyond. In turn, I am equally
appreciative of the outstanding support the
Foundation receives from individuals, businesses
and foundations.
